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Dear praying friends,

Ephesians 3:20 says, “Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all
that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us, ” Since our last prayer letter, we
have seen the mighty hand of God work “exceeding abundantly” in numerous way! EVERY
week of February, we were blessed in an amazing way! During the first two weeks of the month,
we were given two large financial gifts. In the third and fourth week, we had a total of seven new
churches partner with us financially. With a net increase of 11% since February 1%, our current
support level is now 76%!

We are also praising the Lord for the opportunities we had to be a witness in the month of
February. As we drove over forty hours in five different states, we were able to give a prayer
card tract to over forty people with whom we came in contact. At one of the missions
conferences we attended, a time was allotted for soulwinning during which we were able to
present the Gospel to a young Muslim man named Ameer. Please pray with us that Ameer would
receive Christ and that the tracts handed out would be read and shared.

Thank you to everyone who prayed specifically for our vaccination appointment on
February 19", Our reactions to the vaccines were minimal. We were once again amazed at God’s
provision for us when we were informed by the doctor whom we visited that the yellow fever
vaccine was in short supply, and the location at which we had our appointment was the only one
in the state that had not doubled or tripled the price for the vaccine. God is so good!

In March, we will be having meetings in TN, GA, WI, IN, and OH, and we leave for our
survey trip on the 31%. We would ask that you pray for these specific requests in regards to our
month of March:

1. Safety as we drive through seven states. Please pray that God would continue to
protect us on the roads as we drive through different weather conditions.

2. Safety as we fly to Uganda on March 31%. Please pray that our hearts would be
stirred even more as Abbey and Carson experience Uganda for the first time!

3. More Christians to surrender to missions. “...The harvest truly is plenteous, but
the laborers are few;” -Matt. 9:37
