Our first official 

deputation meeting was on September 23, 2018 in Reno, NV. Since we were still living in 

California and awaiting the arrival of our son, we did deputation in a “part-time” format until the 

beginning of 2019. We began full-time on January 20, 2019, in Wildomar, CA. Looking back on 

the past nineteen months, we are overjoyed at the goodness of God and the provision from God’s 

people. Your prayers have been greatly appreciated!! 

 Over the course of our deputation, we presented our future ministry in 110 churches. 

Between two vehicles and several flights, we traveled a little over 75,000 miles! To date, we 

praise the Lord that we are 97.4% in our needed support level. We are trusting God that He will 

provide the remaining funds to allow us to serve long-term in Uganda! 

 As I type this prayer letter, we are in the middle of our drive to Bowie, TX to begin 

linguistics school at Baptist Bible Translators Institute. Our first day of class is August 17th. Over 

the course of the next nine months, this program will help us better learn the language upon our 

arrival in Uganda. In addition to assisting in language, this program will also help us better adapt 

to the culture of the Ugandan people. We would appreciate your prayers as we embark on this 

next step in our lives. 

 Please for these specific prayer requests: 

1. Our vehicle. Last week, we had a partial rebuild done on our transmission. So far, 

everything is running smoothly. Please pray that it would stay that way.       

2. Linguistics school. Orientation is August 13th – 14th. We are going back to Bible 

college with a twenty-month-old! Please pray that God would give us strength to be 

extra attentive. 

3. More Christians to surrender to missions. “…The harvest truly is plenteous, but 

the laborers are few;” -Matt.
